Course Description:
This is an intermediate course in educational web design and client side web scripting. Students will learn how to create web pages using html, css, and JavaScript. In addition to learning proper web design and programming techniques, an emphasis will be placed on the educational applications of these skills. It is assumed students have mastered introductory html by completing GED 512.

· 3 seminar / discussions; 1 three-hour laboratory.  Prerequisites: GED 512/512L, or permission of instructor.

Course Objectives:
· Students will demonstrate proficiency in HTML and web authoring.
· Students will demonstrate their comprehensive understanding of JavaScript by developing interactive and dynamic web pages.

· Students will explain the difference between interpreted languages and compiled languages.
· Students will master the use of variables, functions and arrays in designing their own scripts.

· Students will utilize telnet to access and control files on a UNIX server.

Topics of Study

Class will meet on Mondays from 4:00-6:50 on the following dates: March 28th, April 4th

Course Requirements

Accreditation standards require that our courses are so designed that students will, on average, spend three hours outside for each hour in class.

Classroom Participation (200 points): Students are expected to come to class each week promptly at the beginning of class. Students will participate in labs and prepare for class each week according to the syllabus. All work is expected to be completed on the date assignments are due.  

· Attendance and Participation. (100 points) Due: Each Week.

· Each week students are expected to complete their journal assignment. (100 points) Due: Each Week.

Tutorials / Labs (200 points): Each week at home or in the lab you are expected to complete class lab assignments and projects from Pollock’s JavaScript book. The class labs will be graded each week, while you will save your book projects and turn them in with your portfolio at the end of the term. You will be expected to link these class labs and assignments to your Professional Portfolio site and upload it online by week 10. Save the files each week. Due: Completed each week, evaluated on Week 10.
Professional Portfolio Site (200 points): Most of this web site will be created in class and will be used as a model for creating your own Final Web Site Project. This web site will contain: a class home page with your picture, a scripts lab page, a CSS labs page, a link to your project and an evaluation page. Due: Session 10

Web Site Final Project (200 points): Create a final web site project. This could be a class web site used to increase communication between students and parents or this could be a subject related / “how to” site. You can continue a project from 512 as long as you update the site to use CSS instead of presentational HTML and include the required JavaScript. This project will have a site map and a project plan (Due: Session 4) The project will have a connected group of web pages displaying evidence of good design principles and the following forms of interactivity:

1. Separate HTML, CSS and JavaScript files

2. At least the following JavaScripts:

· An external JavaScript.

· A date script.

· A script that adds randomness.

· An Array script

· At least one function.

· At least one other JavaScript learned from the class or the text.

Due: Session 11.

Attendance / Tardiness / Late Work
